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UNITED STATES SENATE

WELFARE REVISION

1.

Budget Reconciliation-Welfare Overhaul/Conference Report

Adoption of the conference report on the bill to reduce spending over six years by about
$54.1 billion, mostly by cutting aid to legal immigrants and scaling back food stamp and
Supplemental Security Income (SSI) spending. The bill ends the federal guarantee of
welfare benefits, gives states broad discretion over their own programs through block
grants, generally requires welfare recipients to work within two years of receiving benefits
and limits recipients to five years of welfare benefits. The bill imposes tighter eligibility
standards on low-income children seeking SSI benefits due to disability. The bill also
denies most legal immigrants SSI and food stamp benefits and gives states the option to
further restrict access to Medicaid, Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (TANF),
and other programs. Adopted (thus cleared for the president) 78-21: R 53-0; D 25-21.
August 1, 1996. LCCR opposes ending the federal guarantee of welfare benefits to those
in need. LCCR also opposes the denial of SSI and food stamp benefits to legal
immigrants. -- Opposed by LCCR

Welfare Overhaul/Passage

Passage of the original Senate bill to save about $65.8 billion over seven years; end the
entitlement status of welfare programs; replace Aid to Families with Dependent Children
with a block grant giving states wide flexibility to design their own programs; require
welfare recipients to work after receiving benefits for two years and limit lifetime benefits
to five years; allow states to deny cash assistance to unwed teenage mothers and for
children born to welfare recipients; and for other purposes. Passed 87-12: R 52-1;

D 35-11. September 19, 1995. LCCR opposes ending the federal guarantee of welfare
benefits to those in need. - Opposed by LCCR

Budget Reconciliation-Welfare Overhaul/Food Stamp Block Grant

Conrad, D-North Dakota, amendment to deny states the option of receiving food stamp
assistance as a block grant. Adopted 53-45: R 6-45; D 47-0. July 23, 1996. LCCR
opposes conversion of federal food stamp assistance into a state-controlled block grant.
-- Supported by LCCR

IMMIGRATION REVISION

4.

Illegal Immigration Restrictions/Public Health Deeming Exceptions

Kennedy, D-Massachusetts, en bloc amendments to exempt emergency medical assistance,
school lunch, child nutrition, childhood immunization and other education and child

welfare programs from the "sponsor-deeming" requirements in the bill, in which a legal
immigrant's eligibility for public assistance is based on the resources of the immigrant's
sponsor. The amendment aimed to provide legal immigrants with public services
regardless of their sponsors' incomes in the case of those programs for which illegal
immigrants are eligible. Rejected 46-53: R 6-46; D 40-7. April 30, 1996. LCCR
supports retaining emergency medical assistance, school lunch, child nutrition, childhood
immunization and other education and child welfare programs from the "sponsor-
deeming" requirements in the bill. -~ Supported by LCCR

Illegal Immigration Restrictions/Worker Documentation Standards

Kennedy, D-Massachusetts, amendment to strike language from the bill that would require
victims of discrimination to prove their employer's intent to discriminate. This standard
would be nearly impossible for most victims of discrimination to meet. Rejected 32-67:

R 0-52; D 32-15. April 30, 1996. LCCR supports effective anti-discrimination
protections in the workplace. — Supported by LCCR

Illegal Immigration Restrictions/Political Asylum

Leahy, D-Vermont, amendment to strike from the bill provisions that would make it easier
to turn away persons seeking political asylum, and insert instead provisions that authorize
the Attorney General to use special exclusion procedures against illegal immigrants in
extraordinary migration situations. Adopted 51-49: R 12-41; D 39-8. May 1, 1996.
LCCR supports the availability of political asylum for those in need of protection.

MINIMUM WAGE INCREASE

7.

Small Business Tax Package-Minimum Wage Increase/Passage

Passage of the bill to provide about $11.5 billion over 10 years in tax relief to large and
small businesses by extending and creating a variety of tax incentives. They include:
permitting tax-exempt individual retirement accounts for non-working spouses; increasing
from $17,500 to $25,000 over seven years the amount that small businesses can deduct for
equipment purchases; making a number of changes in current pension law. The tax relief
is paid for by reinstating for nine months the expired airline ticket tax and eliminating
several tax preferences, including a credit for companies doing business in Puerto Rico.
The bill would also increase the minimum wage from its current level of $4.25 per hour to
$4.75 per hour on July 1, 1996, and to $5.15 per hour on July 1, 1997, while also allowing
a 90-day training wage for workers under 20 years old. Passed 74-24: R 27-24; D 47-0.
July 9, 1996. LCCR supports increasing the minimum wage. — Supported by LCCR
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Small Business Tax Package-Minimum Wage Increase/Wage Delay and Exemptions

Bond, R-Missouri, amendment to delay by six months a 90-cent increase in the minimum
wage; to exempt employees of businesses with annual gross sales under $500,000 from the
minimum wage increase; and to deny any new employees the minimum wage increase for
the first six months of employment. Rejected 46-52: R 46-5; D 0-47. July 9, 1996.
LCCR opposes exempting small businesses from minimum wage increases.

-- Opposed by LCCR

CHURCH ARSON PREVENTION ACT

9.

Church Arson Prevention Act/Passage

Passage of the bill to make it easier for the federal government to prosecute cases
involving damage to religious property by removing jurisdictional obstacles and
authorizing the Department of Treasury to hire additional agents to assist state and local
law enforcement with church arson investigations. The bill also would grant the
Department of Housing and Urban Development authority to make loan guarantees to
lenders who provide loans to churches victimized by arson and increase the maximum
penalty for church arson from 10 to 20 years and extend the statute of limitation from five
to seven years. The bill also reauthorized the Hate Crime Statistics Act. Passed 98-0:

R 53-0; D 45-0. June 26, 1996. LCCR supports strengthening anti-hate crime statutes
where necessary. -- Supported by LCCR

LEGAL SERVICES CORPORATION

10.

Fiscal 1996 Commerce-Justice-State Appropriations/Legal Services Corporation

Gramm, R-Texas, motion to table (kill) the Domenici, R-New Mexico, amendment to
preserve the Legal Services Corporation (LSC), a federal assistance service for the poor,
which would provide the corporation with $340 million, a $130 million increase over the
$210 million block grant program established by the bill. Motion rejected 39-60: R 38-16;
D 1-44; September 29, 1995. (Subsequently, the Domenici amendment was adopted by
voice vote.) LCCR supports continued funding for the LSC. -- Opposed by LCCR

BALANCED-BUDGET CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT

Balanced-Budget Constitutional Amendment/Passage

Passage of the joint resolution to propose a constitutional amendment to balance the
federal budget by 2002 or two years after ratification by three-fourths of the states,
whichever is later. Three-fifths of the entire House and Senate would be required to
approve deficit spending or an increase in the public debt limit. A simple majority could
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waive the requirement in time of war or in the face of a serious military threat. Rejected
65-35: R 51-2; D 14-33. March 2, 1995. A two-thirds majority vote of those present and
voting (67 in this case) is required to pass a joint resolution proposing an amendment to
the Constitution. LCCR opposes adoption of the balanced-budget constitutional
amendment. -- Opposed by LCCR

PRODUCT LIABILITY - LIMITS ON PUNITIVE DAMAGES

12.

Product Liability/Conference Report

Adoption of the conference report to limit punitive damages in product liability cases to
two times compensatory damages or $250,000, whichever is greater, with lower limits for
small businesses. Under the bill, a plaintiff could bring a lawsuit up to two years after
discovering both the injury itself and the cause. The bill would limit the time to file a suit
to 15 years after the delivery of a product, but the limit would apply only to some types of
products. The bill also would abolish joint and several liability for non-economic
damages. Adopted (thus sent to the House) 59-40: R 47-6; D 12-34. March 21, 1996.
LCCR opposes the adoption of congressional limits on punitive damages.

-- Opposed by LCCR

EDUCATION FUNDING

13.

Fiscal 1996 Further Continuing Appropriations/Education Funding

Kennedy, D-Massachusetts, motion to waive the Budget Act with respect to the Specter,
R-Pennsylvania, point of order against the Kennedy amendment. The Kennedy
amendment would provide that certain education programs are funded through March 15
at 100 percent of fiscal 1995 levels, rather than at the 75 percent in the resolution. Motion
rejected 51-40: R 6-40; D 45-0. January 26, 1996. A three-fifths majority vote (60) of
the total Senate is required to waive the Budget Act. (Subsequently, the chair upheld the
Specter point of order and the Kennedy amendment fell.) LCCR supports increased
funding for elementary and secondary and for higher education. — Supported by LCCR

LOBBYING -- ADVOCACY RESTRICTIONS

14.

Fiscal 1996 Continuing Resolution/Lobbying Regulations

Craig, R-Idaho, substitute amendment for the Simpson, R-Wyoming, amendment to the
Campbell, R-Colorado, amendment. The Craig amendment would bar large organizations
that receive federal grants from spending more than $1 million of the first $17 million of
their budget on lobbying activity. One percent of their budget over $17 million could also
be thus spent. The Simpson amendment would also prohibit large [so-called 501(c)(4)
nonprofits] nonprofit lobbying organizations from receiving federal grants and would
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require all federal grant recipients other than individuals who receive more than $25,000
to report their lobbying costs. The Campbell amendment would strike all language in the
bill that prohibits federal grants to some organizations that lobby the federal government.
Rejected 46-49: R 46-5; D 0-44. November 9, 1995. (Subsequently, a motion to
reconsider was agreed to by voice vote, the Craig amendment was adopted, and the
Simpson amendment as modified by the Craig amendment was adopted by voice vote.)
LCCR opposes efforts to limit the First Amendment rights of federal grant recipients.

-- Opposed by LCCR

TEAMWORK FOR EMPLOYERS AND MANAGERS ACT (TEAM)

15.

Teamwork for Employers and Managers/Passage

Passage of the bill to modify the National Labor Relations Act of 1935 to make clear that
U.S. businesses can establish, without the presence of a labor union, workplace groups
consisting of both labor and management to address such issues as productivity, quality
control and safety. Passed 53-46: R 51-1; D 2-45. July 10, 1996. LCCR supports the
right of workers to unionize. --Opposed by LCCR

AFFIRMATIVE ACTION

16.

Fiscal 1996 Legislative Branch Appropriations/Federal Contract Awards

Gramm, R-Texas, amendment to prohibit money in the bill from being used toward federal
contracts based on the race, color, national origin or gender of the contractor. Rejected
36-61: R 33-19; D 3-42. July 20, 1995. LCCR supports the continued existence of
federal, state and local affirmative action programs. — Opposed by LCCR

HEALTH CARE

17.

Health Insurance Revisions/Conference Report

Adoption of the Conference Report on the bill to guarantee both group-to-group and
group-to-individual portability so that individuals who change or lose their jobs would not
lose their health insurance coverage. The bill generally limits any exclusion for pre-
existing medical conditions to 12 months but also provides that this period would be
reduced by the period of time the person was continuously covered by a group health plan
in his or her previous job. The bill generally limits medical savings accounts to the self-
employed and to employees of firms with 50 or fewer workers, and it caps the number of
taxpayers participating in medical savings accounts at roughly 750,000. Adopted (thus
cleared for the president) 98-0: R 53-0; D 45-0. August 2, 1996. LCCR supports
extending the availability of health insurance. -- Supported by LCCR
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Fiscal 1996 Budget-Reconciliation/Disabled Medicaid Coverage

Chafee, R- Rhode Island, amendment to require states to provide Medicaid coverage for
the low-income aged, blind and disabled individuals eligible for Supplemental Security
Income Benefits. Adopted 60-39: R 14-39; D 46-0. October 26, 1995. LCCR supports
retaining full Medicaid coverage for persons with disabilities. -- Supported by LCCR

EMPLOYMENT NON-DISCRIMINATION ACT (ENDA)

19.

Sexual Orientation Non-Discrimination/Passage

Passage of the bill to prohibit job discrimination based on sexual orientation by extending
the 1964 Civil Rights Act to sexual orientation. Rejected 49-50: R 8-45; D 41-5.
September 10, 1996. LCCR supports workplace protections for gays and lesbians.

-- Supported by LCCR

DAVIS-BACON ACT -- PAYING THE PREVAILING WAGE

20.

Fiscal 1997 Budget Resolution/Davis-Bacon

Nickles, R-Oklahoma, motion to table (kill) the Kennedy, D-Massachusetts, amendment to
the Kennedy amendment, to reinsert the provisions similar to the text of the original
Kennedy amendment that were struck by the Ashcroft, R-Missouri, amendment, to
express the sense of the Senate that the budget resolution does not assume the repeal of
the Davis-Bacon Act, which requires federal construction contractors to pay workers the
local prevailing wage. Motion rejected 40-60: R 39-14; D 1-46. May 22, 1996. After the
vote, Sen. Domenici, R-New Mexico, asked and was granted unanimous consent to
change his vote from "yea" to "nay." The change is reflected on this chart. (Subsequently,
the Kennedy amendment was adopted by voice vote after being amended by a Santorum
amendment to say the budget resolution assumes overhaul of the Davis-Bacon Act.)
LCCR supports effective labor law protections. -- Opposed by LCCR

WELFARE REVISION
1. Budget Reconciliation-Welfare Overhaul/Conference Report

Adoption of the conference report on the bill to reduce spending over six years by about
$54.1 billion, mostly by cutting aid to legal immigrants and scaling back food stamp and
Supplemental Security Income (SSI) spending. The bill would end the federal guarantee
of welfare benefits, give states broad discretion over their own programs through block
grants, generally require welfare recipients to work within two years of receiving benefits
and limit recipients to five years of welfare benefits. The bill imposes tighter eligibility
standards on low-income children seeking SSI benefits due to disability. The bill also
denies most legal immigrants SSI and food stamp benefits and gives states the option to
further restrict access to Medicaid, Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (TANF),
and other programs. Adopted 328-101: R 230-2; D 98-98;10-1. July 31, 1996. LCCR
opposes ending the federal guarantee of welfare benefits to those in need. LCCR also
opposes the denial of SSI and food stamp benefits to legal immigrants.

—-Opposed by LCCR

2. Welfare Overhaul/Passage

Passage of the bill, H.R. 4, to end the entitlement status of welfare programs by replacing
dozens of social service programs with five predetermined block grants to states
encompassing cash welfare, child welfare programs such as foster care, child care, school
meals, and nutrition programs for pregnant women and infants; to give states wide
flexibility to design their own programs; to require welfare recipients to engage in work
activities after receiving cash benefits for two years and limit benefits to five years; to deny
cash benefits to unwed mothers under age 18 but provide them with vouchers for infant
care; to deny most benefits to legal as well as illegal immigrants; to limit federal spending
on the food stamp program; to reduce federal spending and eligibility for Supplemental
Security Income; to require states to withhold driver's licenses, professional and
occupational licenses, and recreational licenses of parents who fail to pay child support,
and for other purposes. Passed 234-199: R 225-5; D 9-193; 1 0-1. March 24, 1995.
LCCR opposes ending the federal guarantee of welfare benefits to those in need.

IMMIGRATION REVISION
3. Illegal Immigration Restrictions/Conference Report

Adoption of the conference report on the bill to restrict illegal immigration by increasing
the number of border agents, installing fences along the California-Mexico border and
making it easier to deport and detain illegal immigrants. The bill would deny legal
immigrants federal benefits under means-based programs and make people who use them
deportable. It would also impose income requirements of up to twice the poverty level for
sponsors of legal immigrants and reduce and in some cases eliminate review of individual

deportation or exclusion orders and judicial oversight over the removal process. Adopted
(thus sent to the Senate) 305-123: R 229-5; D 76-117,10-1. September 25, 1996.
LCCR opposes immigration legislation that undermines crucial civil rights protections in
the workplace, and that strips the federal courts of their authority to review important
immigration decisions. Moreover, provisions of this bill significantly worsen immigration
provisions of the new welfare law. — Opposed by LCCR

Immigration Education Restrictions/Passage

Passage of the bill to permit states to bar undocumented immigrants from public
education, beginning with enroliments after July 1, 1997. States would not be permitted
to prevent previously enrolled students from completing their schooling. Passed 254-175:
R 213-21; D 41-153; 1 0-1. September 25, 1996. LCCR opposes changes in the law to
allow states to bar undocumented children from public schools. — Opposed by LCCR

Immigration Restrictions/I.egal Immigration

Chrysler, R-Michigan, amendment to strike most of the bill's provisions on legal
immigration, specifically language relating to new limits on the number of legal immigrants
admitted into the United States and restricting a US citizen's ability to reunite with minor
children, spouses and parents, and eliminating the ability to reunite with adult children and
siblings. Adopted 238-183. R 75-158; D 162-25; 11-0. March 21, 1996. LCCR
supports the protection of civil rights in the context of fair and effective immigration
reform. However, LCCR also is concerned that congressional action on an omnibus
immigration bill, particularly in conjunction with the debate over comprehensive welfare
reform, poses a serious threat to a fair outcome. In this context, LCCR supports an
incremental review of existing immigration policies. — Supported by LCCR

MINIMUM WAGE INCREASE

6.

Employee Commuting Act - Minimum Wage Increase/Passage

Passage of the bill amending the 1947 Portal-to-Portal Act to provide that employees need
not be paid for the time spent using an employer-owned vehicle to commute between
home and work, and to increase the minimum wage by 90 cents per hour over two years,
thereby raising the minimum wage from its current level of $4.25 per hour to $4.75 per
hour on July 1, 1996 and to $5.15 per hour on July 1, 1997. Passed 281-144: R 93-138;
D 187-6; 1 1-0. May 23, 1996. LCCR supports increasing the minimum wage.

-- Supported by LCCR
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Employee Commuting Act - Minimum Wage Increase/Small Business Exemption

Goodling, R-Pennsylvania, amendment to exempt employees of businesses with annual
gross sales under $500,000 from the minimum wage and overtime law. Current law
exempts employees of such firms from the minimum wage, provided they are not involved
in interstate commerce. Rejected 196-229: R 189-43; D 7-185; 10-1. May 23, 1996.
LCCR opposes exempting small businesses from minimum wage increases.

CHURCH ARSON PREVENTION ACT

8.

Church Arson Prevention Act/Passage

Hyde, R-Illinois, motion to suspend the rules and pass the bill to make it easier for federal
authorities to prosecute church burnings. The bill removes the $10,000 minimum property
damage amount currently required to prosecute a crime of church property destruction
under federal law; specifies that an arson needs only to affect interstate commerce, rather
than directly involve goods or activities crossing state lines; specifies that it is a federal
crime to deface or destroy religious property for racial and ethnic reasons, as well as for
religious reasons; and makes people injured by such crimes eligible for compensation
under the Crime Victims Trust Fund. The bill also reauthorized the Hate Crime Statistics
Act. Motion agreed 422-0: R 229-0; D 192-0; I 1-0. June 18, 1996. A two-thirds
majority of those present and voting (282 in this case) is required for passage under
suspension of the rules. LCCR supports strengthening anti-hate crime statutes where
necessary. -- Supported by LCCR

LEGAL SERVICES CORPORATION

9.

Fiscal 1997 Commerce-Justice-State Appropriations/I.egal Services Corporation

Mollohan, D-West Virginia, amendment to increase by $109 million the $141 million
provided in the bill for the Legal Services Corporation (LSC). The amendment would
offset this increase by reducing funding for several programs, including the assets
forfeiture fund, the federal prison system, the Patent and Trademark Office, judicial
services, diplomatic and consular programs and the Securities and Exchange Commission.
Adopted 247-179: R 56-176; D 190-3; 1 1-0. July 23, 1996. LCCR supports continued
funding for the LSC. — Supported by LCCR

BALANCED-BUDGET CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT

10.

Balanced-Budget Constitutional Amendment/Passage

Passage of the joint resolution to propose a constitutional amendment to balance the
budget by the year 2002 or two years after ratification by three-fourths of the states,
whichever is later. Under the proposal three-fifths of the entire House and Senate would
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be required to approve deficit spending or an increase in the public debt limit. A simple
majority could waive the requirement in time of war or in the face of serious military
threat. Passed 300-132: R 228-2; D 72-129; 1 0-1. January 26, 1995. A two-thirds
majority vote of those present and voting (288 in this case) is required to pass a joint
resolution proposing an amendment to the Constitution. LCCR opposes adoption of the
balanced-budget constitutional amendment. - Opposed by LCCR

PRODUCT LIABILITY — LIMITS ON PUNITIVE DAMAGES
11. Product Liability/Conference Report

Adoption of the Conference Report to limit punitive damages in product liability cases to
two times compensatory damages or $250,000, whichever is greater, with lower limits for
small businesses. Under the bill, a plaintiff could bring a lawsuit up to two years after
discovering both and the cause. The bill would limit the time to file a suit to 15 years after
the delivery of a product, but the limit would only apply to some types of products. The
bill also would abolish joint and several liability for non-economic damages. Adopted
(thus cleared for the president) 259-158: R 224-5; D 35-152; 1 0-1. March 29, 1996.
LCCR opposes the adoption of congressional limits on punitive damages.

EDUCATION FUNDING
12. Fiscal 1996 Further Continuing Appropriations/Recommit

Bonior, D-Michigan, motion to recommit the bill to the House Appropriations Committee
with instructions to insert language continuing Department of Education programs at their
fiscal 1995 rate of operations. The bill would appropriate for these programs the lower of
the fiscal 1995, the House-passed or the Senate-passed levels. Motion rejected 193-222:
R 4-222; D 188-0; 1 1-0. January 25, 1996. LCCR supports increased funding for
elementary and secondary and for higher education. — Supported by LCCR

LOBBYING -- ADVOCACY RESTRICTIONS
13. Fiscal 1996 Omnibus Appropriations/Lobbying with Federal Grants

Istook, R-Oklahoma, amendment to require private groups that receive federal grants to
report the total amount they spend on lobbying the federal government or any state or
local government, on advocating the defeat or election of any candidate for public office,
or on advocating the defeat or passage of any ballot proposition. The amendment
exempts individuals and state, local, and tribal governments. Adopted 211-209: R 203-31;
D 8-177;-177;1 March 7, 1996. LCCR opposes efforts to limit the First Amendment
rights of federal grant recipients. -- Opposed by LCCR

TEAMWORK FOR EMPLOYERS AND MANAGERS ACT (TEAM)

14.

Teamwork for Employers and Managers/Passage

Passage of the bill to modify the National Labor Relations Act of 1935 to make clear that
U.S. businesses can establish, without the presence of a labor union, workplace groups
consisting of both labor and management to address such issues as productivity, quality
control and safety. Passed 221-202: R 206-22; D 15-179; 1 0-1. September 27, 1995.
LCCR supports the right of workers to unionize. —- Opposed by LCCR

AFFIRMATIVE ACTION

15.

Self-Employed Health Insurance Deduction/Affirmative Action for Broadcast Properties

McDermott, D-Washington, amendment to narrow the tax benefits for the sale of
broadcast properties to minorities to transactions under $50 million and require minority
broadcasters to hold the property for three years rather than eliminate the benefits as the
bill does in order to finance the permanent extension of a self-employed health insurance
tax deduction in the bill. To make up for lost revenue, the substitute would levy a punitive
tax on wealthy people who give up U.S. citizenship to avoid taxes, revise the rules
governing foreign trusts and change the earned-income tax credit program. Rejected 191-
234: R 2-224; D 188-10; I 1-0. February 21, 1995. LCCR supports the continued
existence of federal, state and local affirmative action programs. -- Supported by LCCR

HEALTH CARE

16.

Health Insurance Revisions/Conference Report

Adoption of the conference report on the bill to guarantee both group-to-group and
group-to-individual portability so that individuals who change or lose their jobs will be
able to maintain health insurance coverage. The bill generally limits any exclusion for pre-
existing medical conditions to 12 months, but also provides that this period would be
reduced by the period of time the person was continuously covered by a group health plan
in his or her previous job. The bill generally limits medical savings accounts to the self-
employed and to employees of firms with 50 or fewer workers, and it caps the number of
taxpayers participating in medical savings accounts at roughly 750,000. Adopted 421-2:
R 227-0; D 193-2; 1 1-0. August 1, 1996. LCCR supports extending the availability of
health insurance. -- Supported by LCCR

ENGLISH AS THE OFFICIAL LANGUAGE OF THE U.S. GOVERNMENT

17.

English as the Official Language of the U.S. Government/Passage

Passage of the bill to declare English as the official language of the U.S. government and
to require the federal government to conduct its business in English. The bill also gives
individuals the right to sue the government if a language other than English is used and
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eliminates the current requirement that bilingual voting ballots be provided in areas
populated by large numbers of voters whose first language is not English. Passed 259-
169. R 223-8; D 36-160; I 0-1. August 1, 1996. LCCR opposes legislation making
English the official language of the United States government because of its impact on
limited-English proficient citizens. LCCR also opposes efforts to disenfranchise limited-
English proficient citizens to exercise their constitutional right to vote.

CRACK COCAINE SENTENCING

18. Sentencing Guidelines/Passage
Passage of the bill to reject the advice of the U.S. Sentencing Commission and retain
stringent sentencing guidelines for crack cocaine and money laundering offenses. The
commission's guidelines on crack cocaine would address a disparity in penalties between
crack and powder cocaine. Passed 332-83: R 218-11; D 114-71;10-1. October 18,
1995. LCCR supports equal protection of the law and opposes unjustified disparate
sentences in the enforcement of criminal laws. —~Opposed by LCCR

HOUSING AFFORDABILITY

19.  Housing Overhaul/Family Rent Cap
Frank, D-Massachusetts, amendment to reinstate a federal cap on a family's contribution
for rent, limiting any family's rent for public housing or assisted housing to 30 percent of a
family's adjusted monthly income. The bill, as amended, establishes a 30 percent rent cap
only for residents earning 30 percent or less of area median income and for elderly and
disabled residents. Rejected 196-222: R 17-211; D 178-11; I 1-0. May 9, 1996. LCCR
supports the maintenance of affordable public housing for assisted housing.
--Supported by LCCR

ASSAULT WEAPONS BAN

20. Assault Weapons Ban Repeal/Passage

Passage of the bill to repeal the current ban on certain semiautomatic assault-style
weapons and eliminate the prohibition on selling or manufacturing such guns. The bill also
repeals the ban on large-capacity ammunition feeding devices and any combination of
parts that could be assembled into a large capacity ammunition feeding device; requires
mandatory minimum prison sentences for committing violent crimes with certain firearms
and increases penalties for subsequent offenses; and directs the Justice Department to set
up a program enhancing prosecution of violent criminals who use firearms.

Passed 239-173: R 183-42; D 56-130; I 0-1. March 22, 1996. LCCR opposes lifting the
ban on assault weapons. —-Opposed by LCCR
