Session One (1999)

47-Education Flexibility Partnership Act

The Education Flexibility Partnership Act (S. 280) would allow a participating state to
waive certain federal rules usually required to use federal education funds. Senator Paul
Wellstone (D-MN) offered an amendment that would only authorize a waiver of Title I of
the ESEA, if the school serves at least thirty-five percent of children from low-income
families. (Senate tabled the amendment by 57 yeas to 42 nays, March 11, 1999.) The
LCCR opposed the motion to table the amendment.

101-Community Reinvestment Act

As originally drafted, the Financial Services Overhaul (S. 900) would exempt small, non-
urban banks from the 1977 Community Reinvestment Act, which requires banks to
document their efforts to invest in all segments of their communities. Senator Richard
Bryan (D-NV) offered an amendment (No. 303) that would strike the language making
certain banks exempt. The amendment would require that all banks within a holding
company have and maintain “satisfactory” CRA ratings as a condition for using new
financial powers created by the bill. (Senate tabled the amendment by 52 yeas to 45
nays, May 15, 1999) The LCCR opposed the motion to table the amendment.

126-Juvenile Justice Bill Amendment

The Juvenile Justice bill (S. 254) included several provisions regarding gun control and
juveniles in the criminal justice system. Senator Jeff Sessions (R-AL) offered an
amendment (for Senator John Ashcroft (R-MO)) that would provide financial incentives
to states that charge juveniles 14 or older as adults if in possession of a firearm while
committing a violent crime. (Rejected by a vote of 26 yeas to 73 nays, May 18, 1999)
The LCCR opposed the amendment.

130- Juvenile Justice Bill Amendment

On May 9, 1999, Senator Paul Wellstone (D-MN) and Senator Edward Kennedy (D-MA)
introduced an amendment to the Juvenile Justice bill (S.254) that would require states to
address the disproportionate number of racial minorities in the juvenile justice system.
The following week Senator Orrin Hatch (R-UT) made a motion to table (kill) the
amendment. (Motion was agreed to by a vote of 52 yeas to 48 nays, May 19, 1999)

The LCCR opposed the motion to table the amendment.



Senate

169- Work Incentives Improvement Act

On January 28, 1999, Senator James Jeffords (R-VT) introduced the Work Incentives
Improvement Act (S. 331). This bill would amend the Social Security Act to expand the
availability of health care coverage for working individuals with disabilities, to establish
a Ticket to Work and Self-Sufficiency Program in the Social Security Administration to
provide such individuals with meaningful opportunities to work. (Passed by a unanimous
vote, June 16, 1999)

The LCCR supported the amendment.

280-Bankruptcy Reform--Cloture Vote

The Bankruptcy Reform Act of 1999 would create the most sweeping bankruptcy law
changes in 20 years, making it harder for people to erase credit card and other debts in
court. By subjecting bankruptcy cases to a complex and arbitrary means test (that
assumes that all individuals face the same housing, food, and transportation costs) the
legislation would deny many applicants access to Chapter 7 bankruptcy, which excuses
most debts. Instead, the legislation would divert these individuals into a Chapter 13
payment plan or deny them bankruptcy remedies altogether. (Senate rejected the cloture
motion by 53 yeas to 45 nays, September 21, 2000) The LCCR opposed the cloture
motion.

307- Judicial Nominations-Ronnie L. White, of Missouri

On October 5, 1999, in a strict party line vote, the Senate rejected the nomination of
Judge Ronnie White, to be United States Circuit Judge for the Ninth Circuit. (rejected by
a vote of 45 yeas to 54 nays, October 5, 1999.) The LCCR supported the
confirmation.

317-Education -- Accountability

Senator Jeff Bingaman (D-NM) offered an amendment to the Elementary and Secondary
Education Act that would direct $200 million of the education funds in the bill for states
and local school districts to implement accountability provisions of the Elementary and
Secondary Education Act. Senator Paul Coverdell (R-GA) offered a motion to table the
Bingaman amendment. (Senate agreed to table the amendment by a vote of 53 yeas to 45
nays, October 7, 1999) The LCCR opposed the motion to table the amendment.

356-Bankruptcy Reform Act

As part of the Bankruptcy Reform Act, Senator Edward Kennedy (D-MA) introduced an
amendment to the Fair Labor Standards Act of 1938 to increase the Federal minimum
wage by $1 every year for the next three years. (Senate tabled the amendment by a vote
of 50 yeas to 48 nays, November 9, 1999) The LCCR opposed the motion to table the
amendment.



Senate

Session Two (2000)

31-Education Savings Accounts/Social Promotion

The Affordable Education Act (S. 1134) would give parents tax breaks on money
deposited into education savings accounts to finance their children’s elementary and
secondary school education at private or religious schools. Senator Dianne Feinstein (D-
CA) offered an amendment (S. Amdt. 2876) that would require local and state education
agencies receiving funds under ESEA to subject elementary and secondary school
students to state achievement standards in the core curriculum as determined by the state.
Agencies would also be required to assess student performances according to state
achievement standards at key grades before promoting students to the next grade. The
amendment would also require local education agencies to demonstrate that the state has
adopted a policy prohibiting social promotion. (rejected by a vote of 30 yeas to 68 nays,
March 2, 2000). The LCCR opposed the amendment.

38-Judicial Nominations — Marsha L. Berzon, of California

By 64 yeas 34 nays (Vote No. EX. 38) Senate confirmed the nomination of Marsha L.
Berzon, of California, to be United States Circuit Judge for the Ninth Circuit. (March 9,
2000) The LCCR supported the confirmation of Judge Berzon.

40-Judicial Nominations — Richard A. Paez, of California

By 59 yeas 39 nays (Vote No. EX. 40), the Senate confirmed the nomination of Richard
A. Paez, of California, to be United States Circuit Judge for the Ninth Circuit. (March 9,
2000) The LCCR supported the confirmation of Judge Paez.

76-Minimum Wage

During consideration of the budget resolution, Senator Edward Kennedy (D-MA) offered
a sense-of the Senate resolution expressing support for a $1 increase in the minimum
wage over two years. This proposal would improve the living standard of millions of
working families. (accepted by a vote of 51 yeas to 48 nays, April 7, 2000) The LCCR
supported the amendment.

136-Hate Crimes Prevention Act

During Senate consideration of the FY01 Department of Defense Authorization Bill (S.
2549) Senator Edward Kennedy (D-MA) and Senator Gordon Smith (R-OR) offered an
amendment to strengthen current hate crimes law against race-color-religion or national
origin-based crimes and extend the law to cover crimes motivated by gender, sexual
orientation and disability. (accepted by a vote of 57 yeas to 42 nays, June 20, 2000) The
LCCR supported the amendment.



Senate

203- Paycheck Fairness Act

The Senate voted against consideration of an amendment to strengthen and expand
current Equal Pay laws, on a party-line vote. Senator Tom Harkin (D-IA) sponsored the
amendment, also known as the Paycheck Fairness Act (S.74) to the Marriage Tax Relief
Reconciliation Act. The Paycheck Fairness Act (S. 74), originally introduced by Senator
Thomas Daschle (D-SD), seeks to build on our current Equal Pay law -- which is limited
in scope and weakly enforced — by providing more effective remedies to victims of
discrimination. (Senate rejected the amendment by 45 yeas to 53 nays, July 17, 2000)
The LCCR supported the motion to waive the Harkin amendment.

269-Violence Against Women Act Conference Report

Since its initial passage in 1994, the Violence Against Women Act (VAWA) has saved
lives of thousands of women and provided funding for important domestic violence
programs. As part of a compromise, reauthorization of VAW A was included in the
Trafficking Victims Protection Act (H.R. 3244). By a unanimous vote, the Senate agreed
to the conference report, which reauthorized the Violence Against Women Act (VAWA).
(October 11, 2000) The LCCR supported passage of the Conference Report.

First Session (1999)

40-Education Flexibility Partnership Act

The Education Flexibility Partnership Act (H.R. 800) would authorize a waiver of certain
portions of Title I of the ESEA. Representative Bobby Scott (D-VA) offered an
amendment to the Education Flexibility Partnership Act (H. R. 800) that would only
authorize a waiver if the school serves at least thirty-five percent of children from low-
income families (rejected by a vote of 195 yeas to 223 nays, March 11, 1999) The LCCR
supported the amendment.

89-Undermining Census Fairness- Local Census Quality Control

The House passed H.R. 472, to amend Title 13, United States Code, to require the use of
postcensus local review as part of each decennial census. This measure would have
effectively prevented the Census Bureau from correcting census data in time for the
adjusted numbers to be used for state redistricting efforts. As a result, this legislation
would ensure a disproportionate undercount of children, people of color, and the urban
and rural poor and would seriously jeopardize the Census Bureau's ability to ensure a full
and complete 2000 census. (passed by a vote of 223 yeas to 206 nays, April 14, 1999).
The LCCR opposed passage.

114-Bankruptcy Reform Act of 1999

The Bankruptcy Reform Act of 1999 would create the most sweeping bankruptcy law
changes in 20 years, making it harder for people to erase credit card and other debts in
court. By subjecting bankruptcy cases to a complex and arbitrary means test (that
assumes that all individuals face the same housing, food, and transportation costs) the
legislation would deny many applicants access to Chapter 7 bankruptcy, which excuses
most debts. Instead, the legislation would divert these individuals into a Chapter 13
payment plan or deny them bankruptcy remedies altogether. Representative Jerrold
Nadler (D- NY) offered an amendment that would include various consumer bankruptcy
revisions; provide a means test that uses the debtor's income and expenses instead of IRS
allowances for living expenses; eliminate provisions to make credit card debt non-
dischargeable; and specify that family support has priority over state and local
governments child support enforcement payments (rejected by a recorded vote of 149
yeas to 272 nays, May 5, 1999). The LCCR supported the amendment.



House

211-Child Safety and Protection Act

Representative Bill McCollum (R-FL) offered an amendment to the Juvenile J ustice
Reform Act of 1999 (H.R. 1501). The McCollum amendment would increase the
consequences for juvenile offenders. This legislation is dangerously unbalanced with an
emphasis on punishment rather than rehabilitation. (agreed to by a vote of 249 yeas to
181 nays, June 16, 1999). The LCCR opposed the Act.

275-Financial Services Act

The Financial Services Act (H.R. 10) was intended to maintain the effectiveness of the
Community Reinvestment Act. The House voted against a motion made by
Representative Edward Markey (D-MA) to recommit the bill to the Banking Committee
with instructions to add provisions dealing with medical and financial privacy protections
and the prohibition of redlining by insurance companies. (rejected by a vote of 198 yeas
to 232 nays, July 1, 1999) The LCCR supported the motion to recommit.

298-Religious Liberty Protection Act

The Religious Liberty Protection Act (H.R. 1691) was originally intended to prevent the
government’s violation of individuals’ religious freedom. Representative Jerrold Nadler
(D-NY) offered a substitute amendment that sought to permit persons to file claims
related to the free exercise of religion, except for cases dealing with housing and
employment discrimination. For these cases, small landlords, religious institutions, and
small business owners may file claims. (rejected by a vote of 190 yeas to 234 nays, July
15,1999) The LCCR supported the amendment.

345-District of Columbia Representation

Representative Eleanor Holmes Norton (D-DC) offered an amendment that would strike
Sec. 146 which prohibits funding for any legal attempts to require Congress to provide
for voting representation in Congress for the District of Columbia (rejected by a vote of
214 yeas to 214 nays, July 29, 1999). The LCCR supported the amendment.

370-Legal Services Corporation

Representative Jose Serrano (D-NY) offered an amendment to the Commerce Justice and
State Appropriations Bill (H.R. 2670) that would increase funding for the Legal Services
Corporation by $109 million. (agreed to by a vote of 242 yeas to 178 nays, August 4,
1999). The LCCR supported the amendment.



House

513-Work Incentives Improvement Act

The Work Incentives Improvement Act amends the Social Security Act to expand the
availability of health care coverage for working individuals with disabilities, to establish
a Ticket to Work and Self-Sufficiency Program in the Social Security Administration and
to provide such individuals with meaningful opportunities to work (passed by a vote of
412 yeas to 9 nays, October 19, 1999). The LCCR supported passage of the Act.

519-Women's Educational Equity Act

Representative Patsy Mink (D-HI) offered an amendment to the Education Flexibility

Partnership Act of 1999 (H.R.2) that would restore language concerning gender equity
and reinstate the Women's Educational Equity Act. (agreed to by a vote of 311 yeas to
111 nays, October 20, 1999). The LCCR supported the amendment.

532-Education - Academic Achievement for All Act (Straight A's Act)

The Academic Achievement for All Act (H.R. 2300) would establish a 10 state block
grant demonstration project, with no assurance that these funds would go toward helping
children reach high standards and support proven practices to raise student achievement.
It does not ensure that the most disadvantaged students would receive the resources and
support they need and it does not promote gender bias-free education. (passed by a vote
of 213 yeas to 208 nays, October 20, 1999) The LCCR opposed the Act.

Second Session (2000)

43-Minimum Wage Increase

The Fair Labor Standards Act (H.R. 3846) would amend the Fair Labor Standards Act of
1938 (FLSA) to increase the Federal minimum wage by $1 over three years.
Representative James Traficant (D-OH) offered an amendment that would raise the
minimum wage by $1 over two years instead of three years. (accepted by a vote of 246
yeas to 179 nays, March 11, 2000.) The LCCR supported the amendment.

88-Vieques

Representative Tillie Fowler (R-FL) offered an amendment to the Emergency
Supplemental Appropriations bill (H.R. 3908) that sought to prohibit the use of $40
million for a referendum among the residents of Vieques, Puerto Rico. The amendment
would require that the President certify that all intrusions on the range have ceased and
that comprehensive operational training has resumed before economic development
funding of $40 million is made available to Vieques. (rejected by a vote of yeas to 232
nays, April 14, 2000). The LCCR opposed the amendment.

130-Low Power FM Radio

The House passed the Radio Broadcasting Preservation Act (H.R. 3439) which would
prohibit the Federal Communications Commission from establishing rules authorizing the
operation of new, low power FM radio stations. The LPFM service is a noncommercial
radio service consisting of low power stations that will serve very small geographic areas.
This new radio format is critical to ensure all segments of society are able to participate
fully in the emerging communications environment. (agreed to by a vote of 274 yeas to
110 nays, May 13, 2000.) The LCCR opposed passage.

471-Hate Crimes

During Senate consideration of the FY01 Department of Defense Authorization Bill (S.
2549) Senator Edward Kennedy (D-MA) and Senator Gordon Smith (R-NV) offered an
amendment to strengthen current hate crimes law against race-color-religion or national
origin-based crimes and extend the law to cover crimes motivated by gender, sexual
orientation and disability. Representative John Conyers (D-MI) introduced a motion to
instruct that would instruct conferees on the Department of Defense Authorization bill to
retain the hate crimes prevention language included in the Senate passed version of the
bill. (agreed to by a vote of 232 yeas to 192 nays, October 4, 2000.) The LCCR
supported the motion to instruct.

518-Violence Against Women Act Conference Report

Since its initial passage in 1994, the Violence Against Women Act (VAWA) has saved
lives of thousands of women and provided funding for important domestic violence
programs. As part of a compromise, reauthorization of VAWA was included in the
Trafficking Victims Protection Act, (H.R. 3244), with several other crime-related bills,
including a bill targeting sex trafficking of women. (passed by a vote of 371 yeasto 1
nay, October 20, 2000). The LCCR supported passage of the Conference Report.
